NACC will retire the Legacy UDSv3 system in early 2026 as part of the
program-wide transition to the modern, cloud-based NACC Data Platform. All
UDSv3 data must be submitted, corrected, and finalized in the Legacy Portal
by the published deadlines to ensure safe migration and prevent data loss.
After March 1, 2026, all submission, auditing, and reporting will occur
exclusively through the new ADRC Portal. Additional guidance, timelines, and
support resources are available on our Legacy System Transition webpage.
