How does ADEAR work with ADCs to 
develop/distribute materials?

Fill gaps identified by ADCs (plain language, prevention)

Distribute ADC materials through cost-recovery program 
(e.g., videos, books)

Adapt, produce, and distribute as ADEAR publications 
(e.g., Home Safety, What Happens Next?)

Get input from ADCs through field testing 
(e.g., plain language booklets)
